SACRED VESSELS AT

BURNING ALTAR

Father Graham's Church
At Metuchtn Catches

Fire From Ove-
rturned Lamp,

BUILDING TOTALLY DESTROYED
YESTERDAY AFTERNOON CHOIR

WAS REHEARSING WHEN THE
BLAZE STARTED AND

SINGERS HAD NAR-
ROW ESCAPE.

St. Francis Roman Catholic Church
at Metuchen was completely destroyed
by fire yesterday afternoon, the blaze
having been started by an exploding
lamp.

The accident occurred about 4.13.
The church choir was In the church at
the time, rehearsing Christmas music.
When the lama exploded everything
seemed to be all ablaze at once. The
members of the choir made a futile
attempt to stop the fire, then ran from
the loft, where the explosion had oc-

curred, just in time to , save them-
selves.

Telephone messages were sent from
the rectory next door for aid. Police-
man Enos Fouratt was near the
church at the time and sent for the
llremen. Washington Hose Company
tind Easl Hook and Ladder Company
responded. The fire was by this time
under great headway and It was Im-

possible to check It. Three streams
were started fr6m hydrant pressure.
It was soon found that the church
could not be saved and that the rec-

tory, which is hardly twenty feet from
the church, was In great danger. Sev-

eral times the eaves caught lire. A

stream was put on the rectory and by
the utmost diligence the building was
saved.

While the fire was at its height Rev.
Father J. A. Graham, pastor of the
church, who had just arisen from a
sick bed, entered the burning building
and rescued the Blessed Sacrament,
the chalice and sacred vessels just as
the fire reached the altar.. He man-

aged to bring all out In safety.
The Brothers of the Sacred Heart

College, a short distance from the
church, came to the scene as soon as
they heard of the fire and worked val-

iantly to save, the contents of the
church. "The contents of the rectory
were gotten together ready to be mov
ed should that building get: beyond
control also. .., .

Inside of "two hours from' the time
the fire started the church was com

pletely destroyed except for a small
portion of the walls, which remained
standing after the fire had been
extinguished. Father Graham speaks
with the highest praise of the way
the firemen and Metuchen residents
general aided in the struggle with the
blaze. The priest has been suffering
from grip for some time and was
scarcely able to get out' to sing the
masses Sunday morning. It Is feared
that the shock and excitement of yes-

terday may have a serious effect on
him.

The church burned yesterday was
built over thirty years ago by an Eng-
lish convert to the Catholic Church,
as a mission. Priests from this city
conducted the masses there in Its
early days, but about fifteen years ago
a resident pastor was installed. Four
years ago on the death of Kev. Father
Riley, Father Graham became the
church's pastor.

The principal result of the fire will
be that a new and handsome edifice
will rise on the site of the burned
building. For this reason the fire
may actually be cohsidered a good
thing for the pariish; but tne entire
congregation is greatly disappointed
not to have a place for their Christmas
services, which were to have been un-

usually fine this year. The church
would have been decorated for Christ-
mas y. A large quantity of

greens was in the building ready to be
Put up.

Most of the Metuchen 'parishioners
will probably attend services in this
city Christmas and until provision for
services at lvme Is made.

The total damage is estimated at
about $12,000. This, It is believed, will
be fully covered by insurance. Of the
hitter $2,000 Is carried on the church
by Lyons Brothers, of this city. The

greater part Is carried by Harkins &

JAP'S COUNSEL MOVES TO DISMISS
THE CASE AGAIXST DEFEND-

ANT EECAl'SE OF THE
OB" EVI-

DENCE.

Tuesday, Dec. 22. The second day
of the trial af the diminutive Jap,
cnarged with stabbing a fellow Jap
sailor at Carteret, found the prisoner
and his counsel in a more pleasant
frame of mind. When the State had
concluded its case this noon counsel
for the defendant declared that the
State had failed to prove a case and
prepared to move to dismiss the case
at the opening of the afternoon ses
sion, f
' After discussion on a motion to di-
rect a cerdict of not guilty this after-
noon. Judge Strong declined to grant
the motion and the defense went on
with the case.

The taking of testimony of the Japanese witnesses began yesterday after
noon, after tb.e doctors and the mem-
bers of the crew of the Hugoma had
told of the affair.

Patrick O'Connor, the bartender at
Carteret, where the Japs had been
drinking the night of the affair, tes-
tified to their visit there. W.ilmont G.
Russell and John Krohlsholm, of the
crew, testified that the little Jap car-
ried a knife, but that was noth-
ing unusual as all sailors had to do so
to cut bread and meat, the ship not
furnishing them with silver knives
and forks. They did 4 not see any
stabbing done, in fact did not see
either Jap have a knife. . When they
arrived on the scene they found the
man who had been cut holding on to
the wrist of the little fellow, who was
trying to pull away. They separated
the two men, gave their attention to
the man who had been injured and
the little fellow disappeared.

S. Tansh was sworn in as an inter
preter, yesterday afternoon and K.
SaitOj a Jap who has been in jail for
a long time as a witness, was put on
the stand. He was still on the stand
at the time of adjournment and re-
sumed the stand this morning.

This morning Goroker Ikeda, the
Japanese editor, who was the Interpre
ter before the Grand Jury, was the
interpreter. There was some delay
this morning in getting started as
Stenographer Hinsdale was ill "and
could not be present. Miss Elenor
Daire, of Judge Rice's office, Was call
ed into the case and took thi 'tcstl-mon- y

down.
