HUBBY'S NAME MO
6000 IN A GUIT

MENLO PARK WOMAN MUST HEGIN
ALL OVER AGAIN BEFORE COL-
LECTING _THAT  §10,000
FROM PENNSY.

In the United States Court yesterday
Judge Lanning filed an opinion in which
he pustains the demurrer filed by the
Pennsylvania Railroid Company through
Alan H. Strong to the declaration of
the suit agninst the company by Luella
Long and William Long, her husband,
of Menlo Park.

The decision deals with & law passed
by the Iast Legislature and which took
effect twelve days hefore Mrs, Long was
injured at the Menlo Park station of
the Penmsylvanin railrond. The Iaw
states that a married woman muay ob-
tain an action, in her own name, and
without joining her husband, for all
torts committed agninst her ang that
her hushand shall not be pleaded in any
such action.

It wias the opinfon of Judge Tanning
that because this act took effect twelve
days before Mra, Long was injured, the
act prior to the new one, which did not
authorize a muried woman to sue in
her own name does not hold in this suit
and that the vame of her husband can-
not e used in the action.

Jodge Lanuing holds that the Legis-
lature by conferring upon the wife the
right to sue nlone has given hor abso-
lute control over her suit und the right
to take to her own use whatever she
may recover.

The basis for the Long suit is that
Mr. Long was standing on the platform
of the Menlo Park station May 29, 1006,

when she was struck by a package
thrown. from & traln, umg]nug 100
pounds. She was knocked down and
imjured about the head and eyes. She
sued, with her husband, to recover $10,-
